	Time
	What happens?

	8:50am
	We open the school gates and welcome the children in. They can put their things away and then get started on a calm, purposeful activity to reinforce their learning.

	9am
	We take the register. Children who arrive after this time are marked late. Immediately after the register all classes have a short Phonics or Basic Skills session

	9:30am
	Lesson 1 – English or Maths

	10:30am
	Break

	10:45am
	Lesson 2 – English or Maths

	12:00pm
	Reception and Year 1 children go for lunch. The rest of the school continue learning.

	12:10pm
	Year 2 – 6 start their lunch break

	1.10pm
	[bookmark: _GoBack]End of lunch break. Register taken and then whole class story, phonics sessions or reinforcement activities.

	1:10pm
	The rest of the afternoon is divided up according to the curriculum. Children will be covering all other subjects during the afternoon e.g. Science, Computing, Humanities, RE, PE etc

	3pm
	Collective Worship- either in class, the school hall or church

	3:25pm
	School finishes for the day.

	After school
	On some days there are after school clubs that children can stay for such as Choir, Christmas Cake Club, Netball, Logic Club or Sports Clubs.
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
