This term will be a busy one as we lead up to Christmas. The children will be doing lots of practising for their ‘Baarmy Bethlehem’ performance on 18th December. 
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Description automatically generated]Our topic at the start of this term is called ‘Jurassic Hunter’. This is a history-based theme, with a focus on the four competencies of courage, commitment, creativity and community, integrating the subjects of art, science and geography. The story of Mary Anning, the world’s most famous female palaeontologist, is both challenging and inspirational. We will learn about different types of dinosaurs, big ones and small ones and also learn about fossils and where they come from. Hopefully we will have some dinosaur experts amongst us!
Our sticky knowledge will be:							
· Where did Mary Anning live?
· Who was Mary Anning?
· What were some of the fossils that she discovered?




Our second topic for the term is called “Ticket to Ride.” It is all about Transport and how to get around. During this unit we will be learning in different ways. We will be learning about as many different forms of transport as possible and ensuring that we understand what they all are and how they can be used. We will look at the local area and identify places and buildings within it as well as looking at places further afield and discussing where we could go on holiday and how we could travel there.  
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Recommended Reading…
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It is good to read books over and over again. It helps children learn the words which helps develop vocabulary, amongst other skills.
Encourage your child to join in when sharing books and talk about what you have read. Discuss unusual words and teach your child to ask what something means if they don’t know.
